War of 1812
I. Trouble with Britain, France, and Pirates
a. Barbary Pirates

i. Capture crews and ship and hold for ransom

ii. US pays several ransoms till 1801 and agrees to pay a yearly tribute

iii. In 1801 the ruler of the Barbary Coast states increases the tribute – US refuses

1. Barbary states declare war on US

2. US sends ships to blockade the Pirates, and one ship ran aground in Tripoli
3. Steven Decatur – marines sent to destroy the ship captured by Pirates

4. US pays final ransom on sailors captured by Pirates and they agree not to bother US anymore

b. American Neutrality challenged

i. British and French Impressments’ of sailors

ii. Chesapeake Leopard Affair

1. American warship captured off the coast of Virginia

2. British impress our navy men (not British citizens)

3. US places embargo on Great Britain and France
4. Embargo Act of 1807 – prohibited trade with any nation

a. Specifically lead to a severe recession in US

b. High unemployment especially in the North 

c. Some Federalists called for a second revolution

5. Jefferson was unpopular for the first time and decided not to run for president again

6. James Madison (Rep) elected in 1808

a. 1st act to change the Embargo Act to the Non-Intercourse Act

i. Open trade except all with Britain and France

1. West – GB was funding native American raids

D. William Henry Harrison Governor-General of Indiana – 
1.  Battle of Tippecanoe – Nov, 1811
2. False prophecy ended the confederation
3. Considered the first battle in the war of 1812

1.  On Christmas Eve 1814 the Treaty of Ghent was signed ending the War of 1812
